Communicating knowledge and understanding: A written document, as an inscription, is 
intrinsecally closed to an immediate understanding. The student, by active 
participation to the workshop, will obtain an intermediation ability in using 
inscriptions between historical and archaeological domains.  
Capacities to continue learning: To read, to translate, to understand and to analyze the 
inscriptions as published in the most common epigraphic editions will be the occasion 
to learn ‘on the field’, to achieve a direct knowledge of these sources by a specific 
point of view very different from  the usual approach in Humanities.
