Learning Objectives

The course provides an introduction to the fundamentals of Greek epigraphy,
and a concise presentation of its tools and methodologies. The examination
of epigraphic texts of different types and contents aims to show the different
historical implications of this specific typology of written documents and
their relationships to the literary, archaeological and numismatical evidence.

Syllabus

Content knowledge

The course aims to provide an overview of various types of epigraphic
documentation, from public to private sphere, from the Archaic to the
Roman age, with particular attention to the structure of the communicative
codes of these documents and the historical and/or social interest of their
contents. The course is divided into three parts: 1) introduction to Greek
epigraphy and presentation of the main types of epigraphic documents; 2)
methodologies of analysis, dating and edition of an epigraphic text 3) reading
and commenting on a selection of significant epigraphic texts.
