Syllabus

Content knowledge

The workshop will consist of ten lectures held by scholars from
the University of Bari and from other Italian and/or foreign
universities. It will provide the students with transdisciplinary
issues on the forms of poetic tradition, on poetry and literature
within the historical, cultural and philosophical context of their
formation and with a particular attention to the environment
(also in the ecocritical sense of word) that shapes their
development.
