Basic knowledge of modern philosophical thought in its 

essential lines. 

• Applying knowledge and understanding 

Ability to read and understand modern philosophical textes, 

paying attention to every author’s specific language; ability to 

place works and authors in their context; ability to retrace the 

origin and historical development of philosophical themes and 

problems. 

• Making informed judgements and choices 

Ability to identify the problems from which the philosophical 

texts and doctrine have arisen; ability to elaborate and interpret 

the new problems opened by those texts and doctrines to their 

posterity. 

• Communicating knowledge and understanding  

Ability to grasp conceptual synapses and linguistic framework of 

text and problems of modern/contemporary philosophy; ability 

to retrace the historical development of philosophical questions 

with reference to different argumentations such as accepting or 



rejecting a particular philosophical doctrine. 

• Capacities to continue learning  

Practising and testing the skills of questioning philosophical 

themes, with specific attention to the relationship between 

questions and answers, when dealing with the genesis and 

structure of different works in the philosophical tradition.
