and educational ones.

Independent judgment: ability to analyze social and
educational  situations according to pedagogical
categories, ability to elaborate a detailed and rigorous
judgment on the topics the students have dealt with.

Communication skills: basic skills in using the lexicon of
non-violence education; ability to express content and
argumentation.
