Learning Objectives Through a study of the thought of the authors and texts considered in their 

historical context, the course aims to provide students with the ability to easily 

orient themselves in the history of contemporary philosophy, with particular 

reference to “gender studies” and feminist and queer philosophy.

Contents The course will start with S. Freud and the theory of civilisation and its 

discontents, will consider S. De Beauvoir's reading of the construction of gender 

and Foucault’s interpretation of sexuality as a technique of the self, ending up 

with J. Butler's thesis of performativity.

 Applying knowledge and understanding 

Knowledge and understanding skills applied will be evaluated on the basis 

of the specific skills acquired in knowing how to read and enhance the texts 

as well the critical literature, in order to ascertain the acquisition of skills to 

undertake further training and/or start-up courses for professional 

activities linked to cultural productions. 

 

 Autonomy of judgment 

The development of autonomy of judgment will be evaluated considering 

whether the degree of acquired competences and critical skills allow, in the 

context of philosophical reflection on feminism and gender studies, the 

formulation of personal ideas about these issues in the contemporary 

context. 

 

 Communicating knowledge and understanding  

The assessment of communicating knowledge and understanding will be 

made considering: (a) the ability to effectively argue in oral form; (b) the 

ability to argue one’s point of view in a coherent and effective way. 

 

 Communication skills 

The assessment of communication skills will be made considering:  

(a) the ability to effectively argue in oral form, as well as to support 
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autonomous theoretical points of view;  

(b) the ability to use traditional and multimedia teaching and research 

languages and methods.
