Assessment   

Assessment methods A written test (passing is mandatory) followed by an oral examination. 
The written test lasts three hours and consists of the following parts:  
1) Reading and Comprehension 2) Short composition 3) Grammar 4) Translation 
from Italian into English 5) Translation from English into Italian. 
A monolingual dictionary may be used. 
The oral examination is in English and tests the students on the course 
contents. 

Assessment criteria  The written exam aims to assess the language competence achieved, taking an 
intermediate level as a reference. More specifically the written test will assess:  

 knowledge of English lexis and grammar;  

 reading comprehension at intermediate level and writing skills in 
English;  

 translation competence, in terms of accuracy at lexico-grammar level 
and consistency at semantic and cultural level. 

The evaluation criteria for the oral examination will be ability to understand 
general issues concerning English language and culture at contextual level and 
express personal opinions on them; accuracy and fluency in communication, 
along with knowledge and personal elaboration of contents. 

Final exam and grading criteria The written test involves an evaluation which is expressed as a grade of out of 
30:  

- comprehension questions and grammar together constitute one-third 

of the evaluation; 

- the short composition, the translation into English and the translation 

into Italian together constitute two-thirds of the evaluation. 

The written test is deemed to be passed successfully if the grade is equal to or 
higher than 18/30.   
It is mandatory for students to pass the written test in order to take the oral 
examination. 
The final grade is the average of the written and oral examination grades. 
The oral examination involves an evaluation which is expressed as a grade of 
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out of 30. The exam is deemed to be passed successfully if the grade is equal to 
or higher than 18/30. Such grade is awarded on the basis of the level of 
knowledge of the course contents and the level of the students’ communication 
skills, especially in terms of fluency in English (18-21: basic; 22-24: satisfactory; 
25-26: good; 27-29: very good; 30-30 with honours: excellent). Students will fail 
the exam if they lack the basic knowledge of the topics included in the 
programme and do not have proper communication skills.
