Evaluation criteria

» Knowledge and ability to understand

Students must demonstrate to be able to argue on the
functioning of cognitive processes (perception, memory,
attention) in terms of language learning and in particular of
foreign languages, with particular attention to the age factor
in the study of languages.

*» Applied knowledge and understanding skills

Students must be able to reflect on the processes of
communication, with particular reference to perception,
memory and attentive processes, demonstrating the
development of an awareness of their strategies for study and
understanding.

« Autonomy of judgment

Students must demonstrate to have acquired elements of
metamemory and metalinguistic reflection necessary for the
development of critical skills and reflection on their strategies
and abilities.

» Communication skills

The study of cognitive processes related to the
comprehension and production of language has as a possible
consequence an improvement of the student's learning
abilities and therefore an improvement of his critical and
communicative skills.




* Ability to learn

Students must be able, thanks to the development of
metamemory and metalinguistic reflection, to demonstrate
greater competence in deductive, inductive and inferential
strategies of understanding.
