Contents

Theoretical part: Introduction to the varieties of
contemporary German, aspects of textual linguistics,
introduction to Italian-German linguistic ~mediation.
Application part: grammatical and lexical analysis, at level
B1, including times and modes of verbs, subordinate
sentences, introduction to the sectorial lexicon.

Course program

Characteristics of contemporary German and aspects of
linguistic mediation.

The course aims to extend the linguistic knowledge acquired
during the first year of studies. At the center of attention is
the "sociology of German", which means the question, who
the speakers of German are all over the world, and how
German is developed in contact with other languages. In the
second thematic block, the varieties of German are
discussed with particular attention to the so-called functional
styles. After a brief introduction to textual linguistics, the
phenomenon of linguistic mediation between German and
Italian will be finally treated.
