Learning Objectives The course aims at reaching advanced linguistic competences based on a 
deep knowledge of oral and written French language (C1 level according to 
the Dublin Descriptors), including the critic knowledge of the contents 
indicated in the syllabus.

Assessment and feedback  

Methods of assessment Written and Oral exam.

- The production of a “commentaire composé” of a literary text in 
French  

- A translation from/to French/Italian language.

Criteria for assessment and 
attribution of the final mark 

Both the written and the oral tests will assess the extent to which the 
expected learning outcomes have been achieved. In particular focusing on: 
linguistic competences level C1 of the CEFR; a critical and coherent 
approach to the topics;  lexical  competence in the literary field, with 
specific reference to language theory and  literary forms.
