Preconditions

Basic knowledge of History

Expected learning outcomes

e Knowledge and comprehension skills

Knowledge of the main aspects of the history of the church,
with particular reference to the impact with the pagan society
and the other religious systems (persecutory phenomenon)
and to the creation of specific Cristian identity criteria: (liturgy,
places of worship, Canon, relationship between heresy and
orthodoxy, ecclesiastical hierarchy). At the end of the classes,
the student, after acquiring the basic tools of the historical-
christianist research, will be able to analyse and interpret the
multitude of sources (literary, documentary, iconographical,
archaeological, monumental sources), related to the birth of




the Church as an Institution.

e Knowledge and comprehension applied skills

The student, after gaining the basic skills in the historical-
christianist research, will apply this research methodology, in
order to read and interpret sources that are different to the
ones analysed during the course, that are related to different
historical, geographical, cultural and religious contexts.

e Independence of Judgement

At the end of the course, the student will gain critical and
autonomous skills in the interpretation,of themes and
problems relating to the history of the Church, even from an
interdisciplinary perspective.

e Communication sKills

At the end of the course, the student will acquire a terminoogy
which will make him able to express the very specific contents
of this subject matter in a proper and rigorous way

e Ability to learn

At the end of the course, the student will prove his
comprehension of specific and still transversal competences,
in order to understand deeply the birth and the evolution of

religious phenomena through precise historical contexts

Contents of teaching

The course purpose is to investigate the modalities and the
forms of the spreading and the development of Christendom,
from the beginning to the Late-Antique, relating to the birth of
the Church as an Institution, and with particular attention to
the transition from heresy to orthodoxy, from the churches to
the Church,. Issues related to the impact of Christianism with
paganism will be object of this study, with particular reference
to the pesecutions; the organisation of the first communities;
to the role that women played; to the creation of the
ecclesiastical hierarchy; to how the concept of ‘primacy of the
Church’ was created, to the birth of martyr and saint worship,
to the related development of pilgrimage and the sanctuarial
phenomenon.

Didactic methods

An important part of the course is the active and critical
participation of the students (comment to the source dossier,
oral presentation of matters that are interesting for the
students), as well as the front lessons. Lessons are supported
by projections of powerpoint presentations to stimulate the
involvement of the students. .

Evaluation methods

The final exam will be an oral exam about the subjects of the
course.

It is possible, via agreement with the professor, to replace, or
integrate parts of the syllabus with specific aspects of the
history of the ancient Church, also in the form of a midterm
exam.

The exam calendar is published on the degree course
website and on Esse3

To register for the exam, it is mandatory to use the Esse3
system.

Evaluation criteria

The student must prove the comprehension and the
knowledge of the issues about the birth of the Church as an
Institution, also relating to the impact with paganism and other
religious systems, building its overall picture until the end of
the fourth century. The student must also prove the
acquirement of the terminology and the research methodology
which are specific to the subject matter.
