The student will be expected to apply his/her knowledge and 
understanding of historical, material and cultural substratum of 
literary phenomena so as to be able to read and to interpret the 
texts of Greek literature. 
 
Making informed judgements and choices 
The student will be expected to make informed judgements and 
choices about the proposed topics.  
 
Communicating knowledge and understanding  
The student will be expected to be able to exploit the structured 
communication skills and the specialized vocabulary in the oral 



presentation of specific contents. 
 
Capacities to continue learning

give proof of knowledge of the Greek literature; 
be able to apply the stock of knowledge detailed above to 
interpret the Greek texts by reference to the historical period 
related; 
show a good degree of independence of thought and of critical 
thinking and a good understanding of specialized vocabulary.
