Further to the historical hermeneutics of texts
and contexts, an interdisciplinary approach will be used. Furthermore, active
involvement will be encouraged by inviting the students to produce
presentations on their own or suggested topics.

In terms of required readings, the 1st part will include colonial and
postcolonial literary texts from W. Shakespeare to C.N. Adichie; while in the
2nd part authors, such as the Romantics, Ch. Dickens, G. Eliot, J. Ruskin who
have visited, represented and “communicated Italy” to their fellows at home,
will be taken into account.
