Syllabus

Learning Objectives

The course aims to bring students closer to the epistemological and
content issues through which this field of study has been clarified in
Italy since the 1960. In particular the course aims to pursue the
following main goals:

— draw attention to some socio-cultural problems that currently
have repercussions on the family reality in general, in particular
to the progress of domestic educational relationships;

— bring out that the family, beyond its morphological modifications
and environmental transformations, in terms of personal growth
stands out as a primary and inescapable place of education,
where the growing person is related to valour’s orientations,
patterns of behavior, ways of communication;

— outline the family as a place of elaboration of educational
culture, which directly questions preparation and responsibility|
of parents as educational models.

Course prerequisites

The course is introductory to to the pedagogical reflection on family
education; therefore, it does not require specific content prerequisites.
However, the student is suggested to regain the fundamental concepts of
general pedagogy.

Contents

The course will consequently deepen the following topics:
— The family in the current cultural climate.
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— Epistemological aspects of family pedagogy.

— evolution of family educational functions.

— Pedagogical-educational specificity of parental figures.

— Fragility of family life and pedagogical-educational counseling
lines.

— Training of young people and adults in the profession of
parenting.

— Education, parenting, inequalities and democracy.

Methods of assessment

Final oral exam.

— Making informed judgements and choices: the student develops
critical thinking and reflective reasoning according to pedagogical
categories.

— Communicating knowledge and understanding: the student is able to
use of lexicon in education; he is able to express content and
arguments.

— Capacities to continue learning: manage discussions, team works
and problem-solving situations; read and communicate information,
data, problems and solutions

Criteria for assessment and

attribution of the final
mark

A final mark is awarded out of thirty. The exam is passed if the final mark
is greater or equal to 18.

The highest mark is awarded to students who demonstrate mastery of the
topics and the ability to connect them. Emphasis will be placed on the use
of specific language and the ability to reflect on what has been learned by
adapting it to the context experienced.
