The course fosters knowledge of the dynamic interaction between literary
and artistic codes as it analyses the reception of literary texts and cultural
patterns as part of an intermedial and supranational tradition. The use of an
international critical bibliography will enhance the students’ ability to read
and comprehend a foreign language as a research tool.

Applying knowledge and
understanding on:

The theoretical insight and the critical methodology gained through the
lessons foster a deeper knowledge of the different performative expressions
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and their originality compared to the previous tradition. At the end of the
course the students should be able to apply the gained knowledge to
different study objects and extend their professional skills.

Soft skills e Making informed judgments and choices

The course fosters critical analysis and urges on the recognition of some
specific technical, formal and cultural questions in literary and artistic
phenomena in the frame of a critical-historical discourse concerning the
tradition and the present.

e  Communicating knowledge and understanding:
The students improve their ability to argue with consistency and language
property. They also gain a specific terminology and get acquainted with
different aesthetic and expressive codes, so that they will be able to apply
rhetorical patterns for communication purposes.

e Autonomy of judgment
In order to evaluate the level of ability of Making informed judgements and
choices the students’ perspicacity regarding the use of methods and the
formulation of a critique and interpretation will be considered.

e Communication skills
They will be evaluated based on how the students’ reason about complex
questions taking into account major contributions of literary criticism.

e Capacities to continue learning
They will be evaluated by the students’ analytical comprehension of the
works and their collocation in their historical and cultural context.
Furthermore, the students’ ability to apply methodological instruments and
acquired knowledge to phenomena and contexts beyond the course’s
contents will be considered.
Final exam and grading criteria | For the assessment of the students’ acquisition of skills specified in the
evaluation criteria a thirty point system is applied. For the assessment of the
students’ acquisition of skills specified in the evaluation criteria a thirty point
system is applied. The highest final mark is 30. The minimum for passing is
18.
The exam is oral and consists in a series of questions concerning the
programme.
The final mark will be given according to the following measurement criteria:
18-21: basic knowledge of the programme, not always executed in an
adequate language. The line of reasoning is not always satisfying.
22-25: basic knowledge of the programme, partially executed in an adequate
language. The lines of reasoning are satisfying albeit general and semi-
skilled.
26-28: good knowledge of the programme, executed in an adequate
language. The lines of reasoning are satisfying.
28-30: optimal knowledge of the programme, always executed in an
adequate language. The lines of reasoning are presented in a cogent and
deliberate way. 30 with distinction: this mark is only give to those who also
show distinct versatility when relating different texts to one another and
analysing and interpreting one or more texts respectively phenomena.
