Contents

Students are divided into two groups according to level
(beginners; advanced) as defined by a preliminary Language
assessment test. The courses consist of activities designed to
improve the student’s reading, writing, listening and speaking
skills through the study of grammar, vocabulary and phonology,
analysis of spoken and written discourse (dialogues, films,
television programmes, texts, etc), the production of written
and oral communications of various types and the development
of self-study skills.
