Topics include: introduction to macroeconomics; measuring the macroeconomy; the theory of economic 

growth; the flexible-price model; equilibrium in the flexible-price model; money, prices, and inflation; the 

sticky-price income-expenditure framework: consumption and the multiplier; investment, net exports, and 

interest rates: the IS curve; the money market and the LM curve; the Phillips curve, expectations, and 

monetary policy; budget balance, national debt, and investment; international economic policy.
